The work concerns an analysis of scientific and theoretical concepts and
approaches to the study of the problem of creative potential of the future economist's
personality, identifies and describes its structure, dynamics and regulatory factors. The
scientific novelty and theoretical significance of the scientific work are determined,
which are as follows:

for the first time:

- metacreativity, academic self-regulation and risk-taking are identified as
regulatory factors of the creative potential of future economists;

- the structure of the creative potential of future economists' personality is
theoretically substantiated and empirically verified, where the basic component is
represented by the connection of figurative and verbal creativity; and metacreativity the
social and creative component is characterised by the connections of social and
communicative creativity with social intelligence, communicative and organisational
inclinations; the regulatory component involving high motivation for creativity,
readiness for risk; the acmeological component is represented by self-actualisation,
self-development, value attitude to creativity and life-creative abilities;

was expanded understanding of:

- academic success in student years as a factor in activating the creative potential
of an individual;
- age-related dynamics in the development of components of creative potential

among students in the field of economics.



was further developed:

- psychological methods and techniques for activating the creative potential of a
student-economist's personality.

The practical significance lies in the fact that generalized theoretical and
empirical data can be implemented in the activities of psychological services in higher
education institutions to activate the creative potential of future economists, taking into
account their development in the educational process and subsequent professional
improvement.

Under a detailed study of the conceptual theoretical foundations, it was
determined that creative potential is a set of integral abilities of an individual that ensure
readiness for creative activities, self-actualization, and self-development. A theoretical
model of the creative potential of an individual was constructed, which includes: 1) a
foundational component containing imaginative and verbal creativity; 2) a socio-
psychological component characterized by communicative and social creativity
functioning in a creative environment; 3) a regulatory component involving high
motivation for creativity, readiness for risk, and metacreativity; 4) an acmeological
component that includes the need for self-actualization in creative fulfillment of life
tasks, a desire for self-development and motivation for self-improvement, life-creative
abilities, and a values-oriented attitude toward creativity. Creative potential is identified
as a prerequisite for the successful realization of the professional activities of future
economists.

As a result of an empirical analysis of the dynamics of the creative potential of
economics students during their studies at higher education institutions, it was
determined that it is characterized by a decline in indicators of the foundational and
acmeological components. They lag behind students from other profiles in terms of the
level of development of these components. There is a moderate increase in the socio-
creative component, where they have a similar level of development to students from
other profiles. Low academic performance overall leads to a more intensive decrease in
the foundational component of creative potential during the education of economics
students at higher education institutions. At the beginning of their studies, low academic

performance is correlated with a decrease in indicators of communicative creativity. It



was found that with high performance, regardless of the course of study, economics
students show an increase in emotional resilience in communication. Overall, the
negative dynamics of the acmeological component of the creative potential of
economics students do not depend on their academic performance level.

It has been shown the structure of the basic component of the creative potential
of students, whose major is economics, characterised by the strength of correlations
between verbal and non-verbal creativity and the paradoxical negative relationship of
the ability to give an abstract name to images in working with visual and textual
material. The structure of the socio-creative component for the creative potential of
students-economists is determined, which is characterised by the leading importance of
social creativity. The structure of the acmeological component of the creative potential
of future economists is shown, which is characterised by the strength of the links of
life-creative abilities, self actualisation, the desire for self-development and the value
attitude to creativity.

It has been proven that low academic performance under the condition of
introjected self-regulation of learning is inherent in economics students with a reduced
ability to give an abstract name to images of imagination and verbal creativity.
Autonomous self-regulation of educational and professional activity in economics
students with low academic performance involves an increase in the expressiveness of
communicative creativity, social and communicative competence. Dependent academic
regulation in case of low academic performance of economics students is interrelated
with a decrease in expressiveness, social creativity and communicative competence.

It has been determined that a high level of development of risk-taking in students
of economics, provided sufficient academic performance, contributes to a high level of
figurative elaboration, verbal flexibility, abstractness of the title and elaboration, and
communicative inclinations. In general, high risk-taking provides for the highest
indicators of social creativity, self-actualisation, life-creative abilities, self-
development and ideas about creativity as a value of life in future economists.

It has presented the program for activating the creative potential of economics
students, as outlined in the study, was implemented in four stages — motivational, main,

regulatory, and reflexive. The main stage comprised three phases that involved



developmental influences on imaginative creativity, verbal creativity, as well as social
and communicative creativity. The third stage was aimed at students acquiring
regulatory skills and metacreativity. The effectiveness of the implementation of the
program to promote the activation of the creative potential of future economists was
confirmed through a high efficiency in increasing indicators of imaginative and verbal
creativity, social and communicative creativity, self-actualization, life-creative
abilities, a desire for self-development, and a values-oriented attitude toward creativity.

The generalized results of the dissertation can be applied in the process of
training professionals in the economic field, particularly for teaching them
professionally oriented competencies through the study of specialized educational
components. This, in turn, will ensure the development of corresponding program
outcomes in education.
